Future Workshops Sue Beveridge

Linda Reinmiller will be joining us beginning Friday, Oct. 26 to Sunday Oct. 28, 2007.
Friday evening will be a combined day/evening meeting and Linda will do a talk on using
color in your project. Saturday and Sunday will be a workshop, Garden Walk Revisited,
designed to teach students about choosing color for a project. You will choose one of 4
colors on 18 count canvas: Victorian Green, DMC 500, Victorian Red, DMC 498, Antique
Blue, DMC 930 and Black. Canvas size is 10” by 19” and the design area is 4 1/8 x 13
1/2. During class each student will choose their threads starting with an overdyed silk
perle, perle cotton, flosses, metallic braids, fine sewing metallics, and beads. This is a fun
class that will leave you with more confidence in choosing colors for future projects. The
cost will be $95 plus $5 for S/H prework.

More information will be coming.
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Tony Minieri will be joining us in February 2008 for 2 different workshops, on Saturday and
Sunday February 23rd and 24th and on Tuesday and Wednesday, the 26th and 27th. He
will teach 2 different classes at different proficiency levels. One will be a teapot and the
other will be a geometric.

Carole Lake will be with us September 27th and 28th 2008. Her project is yet to be
chosen.

| Stitch of the Month Brenda Hart \ﬂ

June stitch of the month is Flower Basket Pavilion. This stitch gives you the opportunity
to experiment with many different threads and looks lovely on both 14 mesh and 18
mesh. If you are using a plied silk thread such as Soie d'Alger, | recommend 6 plies on
14 mesh and 4 plies on 18 mesh. | like to use one color for the top of the diamond and
a very close darker value of the same color silk for the bottom of the stitch.

| have also used one strand of Watercolour thread on 18 mesh for the top of the
diamond, and then used a different thread in one of the colors taken from the
Watercolour overdyed thread, and used it for the bottom of the diamonds. The thread
for the bottom of the diamond could be 2 strands of size 12 pearl cotton, or 4 plies of
coordinating silk or floss. Petite Frosty Rays looks lovely too in all one color on 18 mesh
canvas.

If you are working on 14 mesh canvas, | suggest using 2 strands of Watercolour thread,
for the top of the diamond, and 6 plies of plain colored floss or silk, or 2 strands of size
8 pearl cotton, or 2 strands of Elegance (similar to a size 8 pearl cotton) which is made
of 100% silk for the bottom of the diamond.
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You might also try 4mm silk ribbon or 2 strands of Impressions if you are stitching on 14
mesh canvas. If you decide to use the 4mm silk ribbon, try to ease up on your tension a
little. Silk ribbon is much prettier and looks softer if a medium tension on the stitches is

used. You might also consider using regular Frosty Rays on both top and bottom of the
diamonds on 14 mesh canvas.
